The selected system enabled a smooth transition from physical VHS 
cassette delivery of films to fully digital and automated media distribution 
means. In addition, the same system enables the remote insertion, 
management, and customization of content for individual doctors’ offices. 

In Val-u-media’s deployment, digital content in MPEG2 format is distributed 
via multicast transport protocols to thousands of doctors’ locations. Each 
remote location receives the films via a 50 cm planar satellite receiver dish 
and stores the contents in a local digital terminal. Managed play-out is fully 
automatic and takes place during office hours on high definition screens 
located in the respective waiting rooms. 

Castify’s IPTV solution supports both satellite environments as well as 
terrestrial DSL networks, and this way provides Val-u-media with high 
flexibility in providing video services to its end customers.
